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Grant Master Conversion Overview

This document will explain Master Data Elements for Grants. This will be the basis for creating the files for the data that will be loaded into SAP. The fields described are the fields which will be on the upload file templates.

Two file templates have been developed that will be passed to the agencies.  The first file contains header information (grant type, CFDA, Cost Sharing rule, etc.) for the grant.  In this file, there will only be one line per grant.  The second file will contain repetitive data, such as Fund, Sponsored Class, and Cost Sharing rates.  There could be 3 Funds, 2 Sponsored Programs, and 14 Sponsored Classes, for example, which would result in 14 line items in the file for the grant.  The number of lines in this file will depend on the grant.

Both file templates will be filled in by the agencies, saved at tab-delimited text files, and uploaded by the SCEIS conversion team.

Data Cleansing

Data cleansing will be required in order to eliminate duplicates and inactive obsolete data.  Therefore data cleansing and data analysis by the agencies will be required prior to loading the grant master data.

Legacy Data Extraction and Mapping

The field definitions below are to be used in identifying what legacy data corresponds to the SCEIS data and should aid with the mapping process.  This list includes the attributes of the SCEIS fields (length and type) and whether the data is mandatory or optional.

Some fields (sponsor, class, cfda, subrecipient agency) will have associated lists that will be provided.

· Grant FY variant – SC = SC’s fiscal year.


· Splitting Rule – always ‘1’, which defaults “Budget Validity Period” to equal “Grant Validity Period”.  This defaulted date range can be adjusted after grant built.
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· Billing Rule – determines how sponsor is billed for grant.  Currently, only ‘6’ (manual billing) is a usable rule; do not populate for G4/G5 (sub-grant) grant types.

· Letter of Credit
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· Fund – There must be exactly 1 external fund (for grant types G1, G2, and G3).  Grant types G4 and G5 (sub-grants) do not allow external funds at all.  Sub-grants have special funds (‘P’ in position 6): 55420P00 (SC agency) and 50550P00 (non-SC agency).  If the grant is IDC relevant, at least one IDC recovery fund must be entered.  IDC Recovery, Program Income, and Cost Sharing funds must all be internal funds.  

· Sponsored Program – at least one sponsored program must be entered


· Sponsored Class – at least one sponsored class must be entered.  If the class is relevant for IDC, check the IDC relevant box.  A list of Sponsored Classes will be provided.
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· Cost Sharing Rule – choice of 1 (sharing on direct costs) and 2 (sharing on total direct and indirect costs.


· Cost Share Rate – informational field. This percentage does not drive any functionality


· Cost Sharing grid – this brings in all sponsored program/sponsored class combinations for each fund selected as “cost-sharing” on the dimensions tab.  Choose the percentages for the appropriate combinations.  These rates do not result in posting splits.  All this does is make a proposal when budgeting cost-matching documents.
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· IDC Rule – choose 1 (based on expenses from external funds only), 2 (based on expenses from internal and external funds), or blank (if no IDC required for the grant)

· Overhead Cost Record grid – transaction brings in every sponsored program on the grant for every sponsored class checked as idc-relevant on the dimensions tab. 

Upload File Templates

Due to the complexity of grant master data, we will be using two files.   


The first contains header data – fields that only appear on the grant once.  For example, the grant number, grant type, and CFDA.  On this file, each grant will have a single line item.  

The second file is for those fields which can have multiple instances (the grids seen in the screenshots).  For example, a grant can have 4 sponsored programs and 15 sponsored classes.  The second file would, then, have 15 line items.  A sponsored class would appear on each line, and a sponsored program would appear on the first four lines.  The first field of this file is the grant number, which will link this file to the first.


Each file will be populated by the agencies.
