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Sponsored Programs Conversion Overview

Data Cleansing

Data cleansing will be required in order to eliminate duplicates and inactive obsolete data.  Therefore data cleansing and data analysis by the agencies will be required prior to loading the grant master data.

Legacy Data Extraction and Mapping

The field definitions below are to be used in identifying what legacy data corresponds to the SCEIS data and should aid with the mapping process.  This list includes the attributes of the SCEIS fields (length and type) and whether the data is mandatory or optional.

Sponsored Program Master Data
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· Sponsored Program – Actual Name of the Sponsored Program.  The first four positions must be the agency number (business area)

· Validate Budget Transfer Object (checkbox) – check this box if you want the only budget choices to be those in the Budget Transfer tab

In this tab, you enter all the possible combinations of FM objects you want available for budgeting.  If you checked the “validate” checkbox on the first tab, these will be the only combos you can use.  If you check the “Default” checkbox next to a combo, the combo will default into the budget transactions (strongly suggested)

· FM Area – Always ‘SC01’


· Funds Center – for many agencies this will be high-level (Agency number + 4 zeroes)

· Functional Area – for many agencies this will always be 000000000000000 (16 0s)

· Funded Program


Any Sponsored Program that will post Employee Contributions will need to add a line with a combination including the 9500* Funded Program.  If you have multiple FM objects (like the above example with two Funded Programs, you must fill in the rest of the line item – FM Area, Funds Center, and Functional Area).

Another way to think of the Funded Programs required is to consider the Sponsored Program’s indirect link to Mini Code.  Mini Code ties to Functional Area and Funded Program.  Functional Area derives the Sponsored Program.  The Funded Programs you want to enter in the Sponsored Program master data are those within this circular relationship.
